 Capricorn Caves, located 23 km north of Rockhampton  are the number one destination  
 for affordable accommodated school camps and educational day visits. We  have a  
 smorgasbord of activities with flexible  programs to suit your age group, desired  
 educational goals and guaranteed fun filled hands on experiences for students of all ages.  
 

The limestone caves offer a unique range of options. Choose a walk through geological  
time in 400 million year old limestone with cave decorations and a Queensland Museum  
paleontology dig site.   
 
For adventurous challenges you cannot go beyond  exploring the darkness of the caves 
with only the light of your torch, crawling through small passages. In addition there are 
rope challenges on the climbing wall, high ropes course and crate climbs, as well as  
initiative games and camp fires at night. 
 
A walk through the dry rain forest reveals how nature has adapted to climatic change. 
Students get a hands on experience with captive reptiles and learn about  the  
endangered bats that rely on the caves for a roost site. 

 
      All activities are conducted by experienced accredited staff and a risk assessment  
 schedule is available on request.  Capricorn Caves has been hosting school groups for  
 over twenty years  and accommodated camps for  ten years.  
 

The  Lodge is the ideal accommodation for school groups with quad share rooms and 
linen included. The large recreation room is ideal for everything from drama activities to 
teacher hosted programs.  In addition tent camping is available  and cabins for small 
groups.

Team Building Challenges—Rope Activities     
   CLIMBING WALL 
   Each participant, securely strapped in a harness and 

safety line, is encouraged and supported by his peers to 
climb to the top of the 8 metre wall. With 15 different 
climbs, some with overhangs, there are routes up the wall 
to challenge and accommodate every fitness and agility 
level.  

 Duration: 1.5—2 hours   Suitable grades 1– 12     

  
 HIGH ROPES COURSE 
   Seven challenging elements on this 8 metre high course 
  will test the students courage whilst building self esteem 

and cementing team support. Working in teams of three, 
they are supported by all their peers.  Safety is paramount 
and our accredited instructors will cover all safety  

    aspects, belaying techniques and ensure all participants 
are fitted out correctly with personal protective  

 equipment. A fun conclusion to the course is the 30 metre 
flying fox dismount . 

          Duration: 2 –3 hours      Suitable grades 7-12 
 
 CRATE CLIMB 
 A real team effort with dependence on participants  

helping each other through idea sharing, creative thinking 
and physical assistance. Students enjoy solving the  

 problems in this fun way. Instructors ensure the activity is  
 conducted in a safe and supportive environment.  Each 

student is attached to a safety line and wearing a helmet.

   This series of problem solving activities promote lateral 

thinking and team dynamics in an enjoyable, fun way in a 
safe and supportive environment.

ADVENTURE CAVING 
 Introduce the students to the alien world of  
darkness, enclosed spaces and reliance on your 
team to help you negotiate small passages and 
squeeze holes.  Climb to the surface ridge with 
its commanding views.   Caving instructors will 
select the route to suit the age group, student 
agility and strength.  Instruction is given prior to 
entry into the cave regarding safety and visitor 
impact on the fragile environment.  All activities 
are challenge by choice. 
 

    Duration 1.5 –2  hours Suitable grades 1 –12 
 
   CATHEDRAL CAVE TOUR 
  This walk through a geological time zone             

spanning millions of years introduces  
  students to the evolution of the earth, the 
  fragile ecosystem of the cave environment, 
  its bat inhabitants and human impact on  
  the caves, decorations and cave biota. 
  The natural acoustics of the cathedral  provide  
   an opportunity for musical presentations.  
  The tour concludes with the pioneers Zig Zag    
  passage and swinging bridge suspended over a  
  cave entrance. 
  The cathedral cave tour is electrically lit  and       
  wheelchair accessible.     
  Exclusive night tours can be arranged including    
  toasting marshmallows around a camp fire.   
  
   Duration 1 –1.5 hours. Suitable all ages

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Environmental Experiences  
 ENVIRONMENTAL AWARENESS 
  An introduction to the biodiversity of the caves      
 and surface ecosystem.  The activity is  adjusted 
 to all ages but includes a brief look at fossils and  
 cave formation, a walk through the dry rain forest 
 and the interdependence of bats on the caves, the 
 flora and fauna. A live  reptile presentation is  
 popular with all ages.  
     
    Duration 1.5 –2 hours Suitable pre school—Grade 12       
   GEOLOGY TOUR 
  Discover the geologic processes behind the   
  ancient caves from plate tectonics to calcite        
 chemistry. Site inspections include the paleon- 
 tology dig site and access the surface karst to  
 understand the impact of water corrosion on the 
 limestone. Pretour presentation of the concepts, 
 determined by joint consultation with the teacher 
 at time of booking. Work sheets available.   
     Duration 1.5—2 hours   Suitable Grade 8 –12 
 

    BIOLOGY TOUR 
   Investigate the biodiversity of the flora and fauna        
  its interdependence, impact of climate change.              
  Search for the strange and fragile ecosystem    
  found in the caves and the special adaptations of 
  cave biota.  Pre tour presentation of the concepts  
  after discussion with staff member on booking. 
  Work sheets available.  

Duration 1.5—2 hours   Suitable grades 8 –12  
    ECOTOURISM  SITE INSPECTION  
    What is ecotourism?  Pre site presentation of    
 natural values of the property, environmental     
 management policy and assessment of human     
 impact of the property.  Students can review  
    ecotourism practices on a property tour and the  
  interpretation delivered on a cave tour.      
   Duration 2 hours   Suitable  Grade 8 –12
